Public comment consisted of but was not limited to the following: Mr. Hough asked about
additional services needed on the municipal building generator; Mr. Flatt provided an explanation
on the full service required on the generator as well as 6 month services; Mrs. Janiec inquired
whether the township finds out if back taxes are paid on properties before they can be combined;
Solicitor Farley indicated the township does not have a duty to research back taxes before
approving lot improvements; Mrs. Janiec also indicated she had met with the DTVAC board last
Monday; she provided suggestions and services, but has not heard anything back from DTVAC
and she feels it is time for the BOS to move forward with other services for our residents as the
outlook of DTVAC is bleak; Mr. Henderson indicated the BOS is actively working to secure an
alternative ambulance service; Mr. Witkowski of the Pike County Dispatch expressed a deep
concern for Route 209 in the Park Service stating the road is in horrible condition; Mr. Tarquini
followed up on a previous concern over trees that need to be taken down along Chestnut Ridge
Road.

Ms. Neufeld announced the passing of Daniel Rogers, a long-time employee of Delaware
Township who served as the zoning officer, on March 11, 2019. Visitation will take place at Fives
Patchogue Funeral Home in Patchogue, New York on March 15, 2019 from 2:00pm to 4:00pm.
